Allegro’s impact grows 
In the fall of 2006 Allegro announced its 
first choral offerings for children in the 
south metro area: two choirs that met in 
Rosemount.  This September, Allegro is 
offering 8 choirs that meet in three 
communities: Rosemount, Burnsville and 
Lakeville.  (Last year’s rehearsal site for 
Allegro West, Savage, has been moved 
to Burnsville). 
 

The growth of opportunities mirrors the 
demand Allegro has witnessed in the 
area.  From year one, singers have 
driven from Farmington, Lakeville, 
Burnsville and other communities.  As 
the size of each choir grew, so did the 
perceived need to hold rehearsals in 
multiple locations. 
 

The recent cuts to music education in 
area schools have further reinforced the 
need for an Allegro presence in the 
south metro.  As always, Allegro will 
continue to support, in whatever way it 
can, the important work our schools do 
in arts education.  Allegro cannot replace 
our schools; it can, however, bolster the 
overall musical experience our children 
deserve.
